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2010 STATISTICS

Comparing 2010 with our numbers from 2009 there was an increase in
reported Robberies, Larcenies, Motor Vehicle Thefts, and Vandalisms. There
was a decrease in Murders, Simple Assaults, Counterfeiting, Fraud, and
Embezzlement. Kidnappings, Sex Crimes, Aggravated Assaults, Arsons,
Break and Enters, and Weapon Violations had very little to no change. The
increase in Robberies and Property Crimes is believed to be a result of the
down turn of the economy.

The Meckl enbur g Coun t13;416xhllse forisdrvicddurin@f f i c ¢
the year of 2010. The months of March through September saw the highest

number of calls for service with each of those months having calls in excess

of 1,000 per month. July was the highest at 1,212 calls.

Of those 12,416 calls for service there were a total of 1,206 offenses
reported. Of the 1,206 offenses reported 978 were of a criminal nature.

Major crimes consisted of 1 murder, 2 kidnappings, 6 forcible rapes, 4 sex
crimes, 4 sex crimes against children, 7 robberies, 25 aggravated assaults,
and 103 simple assaults. The remaining offenses involved property crimes,
fraud, and crimes against society.

2010 CRIMINAL INVESTIGATIONS DIVISION

Criminal Investigation Division (Supervisor - Lt. T. W. Edmonds)

The Investigators were responsible for obtaining 199 Indictments during
2010.

The Division was very proactive in solving several large Larceny cases that
spanned several counties in both Virginia and North Carolina.

The Division investigated a variety of crimes that spanned from murder to
felony bad checks.

Larcenies continue to be a major concernfort he Sher i ffés Off i
Criminal Investigation Division. These cases can be complex and sometimes
the solvability factors are just not present to bring the perpetrators to justice.

In February 2010 the Meherrin River Regional Jail Authority approved the
construction for a new jail. The new jail will be located in Alberta and our
current jail will transition into a satellite facility operated under the control of
the Meherrin River Regional Jail Authority.

The Mecklenburg County Jail received a score of 100% on its annual
Department of Corrections Jail Inspection on August 5, 2010. This
accomplishment alone shows the outstanding work of the Jail staff and is
greatly appreciated.

The jail staff made 144 transports in the county and 485 transports to
locations outside of Mecklenburg County in 2010. There were 79 Temporary
Detention Order transports by the jail staff made in 2010.




2010 COURT SECURITY DIVISION

Court Security Division (Supervisor 1 Lt. S. Thompson)

Court Security Deputies are faced with the challenge of maintaining
security for the judges and general public in three courts that are in two
buildings. These challenges are met daily by nine full time deputies and 1
part time appointee. Court Security when not ensuring that the courts are
safe they assist in other duties. These duties include but are not limited to
warrant service, answering calls, and issuing traffic summons. Below are
the statistics for court security.

2010 the Civil Division served 85 percent of the total papers.

The four School Resource Deputies helped to ensure a safe learning
environment at both Middle and High schools in the county. There were only
minor incidents reported at all four schools, some of these incidents were
handled with in the school system and some had to be referred to Juvenile
Court.

Three of the four school resource deputies are G.R.E.A.T. (Gang Resistance
Education and Training) certified instructors. These classes are being offered
to students in Mecklenburg County Public Schools.

Two of the School Resource Deputies are certified Gang Specialists; the
Sher i f fhlasdevwlbped acGang Awareness Program that is available
to community organizations. This program was presented to several churches
and civic organizations during the year. Making the community aware of
potential signs of gang activities has helped control gangs in Mecklenburg
County.




2010 PATROL DIVISION

Patrol Division (Supervisor i Lt. A. D. Ezell)

The Patrol Division consists of five teams with a supervisor in charge of each
team. The public has an opportunity to see these individuals daily. They are
the Deputies that respond to the 911 dispatched calls. When they are not
answering calls they are on patrol 24 hours a day, every day.

The call volume increased from 2009 and has increased over the past years.
The ever increasing need for these Deputies is evident in the below statistics.
The loss of one deputy would greatly affect the service to the community that
Mecklenburg citizens has grown accustomed to.
